As many as 422 facts have been found when suffix -ism was attracted to the
following final morphemes of the stem: -al- (10,0%), -ic- (7,9%), -(i)an (8,4%), -
ion (4,0%), -ive (1,3%), -er (0,6%), -ology (0,6%), -ary (0,5%), -ster (0,1%), etc.
We have found out that 25 lexemes in suffix -ism attract so called valent suffixes

such as: -al (11 lexemes), -ic (8 lexemes), -ical (5 lexemes), -er (1 lexeme).
